 1. A business plan was created from the information from last meeting.  By next meeting Chairman Rudolph would 

like to have pictures added to this document. 
 2. Committee commented on utilizing a tool that would evaluate how walkable the community is. 
 3. Pet maintenance along current trail/path(s) in the township and ideas on how to alleviate the problem. 
 4. Current trail ways need for TLC. A special meeting is planned for 10 am Saturday, May 7th, 2005.  The 
     Committee will meet at the head of Weatherwax Drive. Committee members are encouraged to bring a digital  
     camera to document the walk of the current trail. The meeting results will be discussed at the next regular 
     meeting. 
 
 
R. Wilson spoke on the City Parks and Recreation current mileage proposal.  A pamphlet was passed out to all 
committee members.  R. Wilson asked for the support of the committee and for the chairman to write a letter of 
support.
